What are the Montreat Youth Conferences?
The Montreat Youth Conferences have been providing a space for young people to explore faith, build relationships with other young people from across the country, and strengthen their home faith communities for decades.  The Montreat Youth Conference is held at the Montreat Conference Center in Montreat, NC. The Montreat Middle School Conference is held at Maryville College in Maryville, TN.

What does a day at a youth conference look like? It begins with a gathering of 600 – 1,000 young people in the auditorium for energizers, music, and a keynote – exploring a theme and scripture in all kinds of creative ways – multimedia, drama, storytelling, and more. Keynote is followed by a morning and an afternoon time with a small group, made up of 20-30 young people from different churches. There are afternoon and evening recreation events – past years have included scavenger hunts, variety show, outdoor giant games like jenga and four square in the air, escape rooms and more. Evenings include worship services in the auditorium with more creative expressions of faith. 
When are the conferences?

· Montreat Youth Conference (high school): June 13 - 20
The high school youth conference is for youth who will enter ninth grade in the fall of 2020 through graduated high school seniors. Dates include travel time. 

· Montreat Middle School Conference (middle school): July 14 – 19. 
The middle school youth conference is for youth who will enter grades 6 through 9 in the fall of 2020.  Dates include travel time, but we may choose to spread out our return travel and return on July 20. 
· I’m currently in 8th grade, what should I do? You can choose which conference you would prefer to attend (or if you really want, attend both!)

How much do the conferences cost?

· Montreat Youth Conference: $150

The actual cost per person, for registration, housing, food, and transportation, is over $600. The church budget and a Presbytery grant are helping to offset the full cost.

Scholarships are available to cover additional family costs. Please talk with Katherine or Rob.
 If a family can pay more towards the full cost of the conference, we will welcome the additional payment, which will be used to help with scholarships as needed and will help with the long term ability of the church to provide camp and conference scholarships.
