FIRST SCRIPTURE READING	Acts 1:6-14	(Common English Bible)
As a result, those who had gathered together asked Jesus, “Lord, are you going to restore the kingdom to Israel now?”   Jesus replied, “It isn’t for you to know the times or seasons that the Father has set by his own authority. Rather, you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”  After Jesus said these things, as they were watching, he was lifted up and a cloud took him out of their sight.   While he was going away and as they were staring toward heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood next to them.   They said, “Galileans, why are you standing here, looking toward heaven? This Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way that you saw him go into heaven.” Then they returned to Jerusalem from the Mount of Olives, which is near Jerusalem—a sabbath day’s journey away.   When they entered the city, they went to the upstairs room where they were staying. Peter, John, James, and Andrew; Philip and Thomas; Bartholomew and Matthew; James, Alphaeus’ son; Simon the zealot; and Judas, James’ son—  all were united in their devotion to prayer, along with some women, including Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers.
SECOND SCRIPTURE READING	        I Peter 4:12-14; 5:6-11     (Common English Bible)
Dear friends, don’t be surprised about the fiery trials that have come among you to test you. These are not strange happenings.   Instead, rejoice as you share Christ’s suffering. You share his suffering now so that you may also have overwhelming joy when his glory is revealed.   If you are mocked because of Christ’s name, you are blessed, for the Spirit of glory—indeed, the Spirit of God—rests on you. Therefore, humble yourselves under God’s power so that he may raise you up in the last day.   Throw all your anxiety onto him, because he cares about you.  Be clearheaded. Keep alert. Your accuser, the devil, is on the prowl like a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour.  Resist him, standing firm in the faith. Do so in the knowledge that your fellow believers are enduring the same suffering throughout the world.  After you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, the one who called you into his eternal glory in Christ Jesus, will himself restore, empower, strengthen, and establish you.  To him be power forever and always. Amen.
